PPRACTICALRACTICAL A ATHEISMTHEISM??  
“The fool has said in his heart, There Is NO God” 

Psalms 14:1 

An atheist believes there is no God and God’s response to that  is 
he’s a fool.  While no Christian would be guilty of being an atheist, 
many Christians are guilty of being practical atheists.  A practical 
atheists believes there is a God but lives as if there is no God.  
 
Notice the convicting similarities between atheism and practical athe-
ism.

So many 
Christians do the same thing.  They fail to evaluate their situation in 
light of God miraculous power, so they worry and fear and fail to sim-
ply trust God.

Sadly, 
many Christians plan as if this temporary, mortal life is all that mat-
ters.  They make decisions with only earth in mind, not Heaven.
